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Geography/Knowledge and understanding


The children will use appropriate vocabulary that refers to the basic features of the Amazon.  Observations of daily and seasonal weather patterns will be made and we will look at the four compass directions as we look at maps to locate Brazil and the Amazon.  As the World Cup will run at the same time as our theme, we will locate the various countries on maps and look at their flag designs to locate them around the world.

We will be developing our drawing and painting skills through construction of a rainforest display and through looking at the amazing colours of Brazil.
