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French Year 2’s will enjoy and introduction to basic phrases and vocabulary whilst Year 3 will build on their knowledge further.





RE Our focus this year is on Founders and Leaders. We will begin by discussing important leaders within society and within the children’s own lives and then develop the religious aspect by looking at Jesus as an important leader in the Christian religion.





Music Mrs Bird will continue to teach the children Music on Friday afternoons.
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Art Using collage materials and skills we will be working collaboratively to make large scale giants to display on our classroom wall.





Science We will focus on ‘Ourselves’ and learn about how to keep healthy including the effects of diet and exercise on our bodies.
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Maths We will begin this term by looking at numbers and the number system. Children will be learning to read, write, count and order numbers to 100 and 1000. They will count in 2’s 5’s and 10’s and will be practising their skills of mental addition and instant recall of addition facts to 20.Some children will practice adding  and subtracting two digit numbers using practical and informal methods. We will also be learning the names of 2D and 3D shapes and beginning to describe their properties.

DT Inspired by the film ‘the Borrowers’, in groups, we will be planning and making giant everyday objects for our ‘Giants House’ role play area. We will pretend to be tasters for a supermarket and evaluate a range of different gingerbread products and share our responses. We will then try following a recipe to make our own gingerbread.  After reading the story of Hansel and Gretel we will decorate our own edible gingerbread house.





Geography Our attention will turn to amazing giant structures & buildings around the world. We will discuss Guinness World Records for tallest building, tower, bridge, tree etc, and plot their locations on a world map. We will discuss and explain why certain structures are likely to be found in particular areas of the world.





Literacy Our Literacy this term will be based on classic fairy tales and modern day alternatives in particular stories that include giants and gingerbread. We have lots of cross curricular writing planned including writing recipes, designing posters to advertise information, writing a leaflet informing others how to be and stay healthy as well as other activities that are inspired by our theme and the children’s interests. This term we will also be introducing the Y2’s to our joined handwriting script and we will continue to give the Y3’s opportunity to practice and develop their joined handwriting style.
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
